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Day-by-Day Itinerary

Day

1
Arrival & Easy Evening in McLeod Ganj
Arrive at Gaggal (Kangra) Airport or by road to Dharamshala. Private transfer to your 
boutique hotel or cozy hill cottage in McLeod Ganj. Settle in and relax with a warm 
welcome drink. 

Late afternoon: Enjoy a gentle stroll along the bustling McLeod Ganj bazaar — browse 
Tibetan handicrafts, prayer flags, and cozy cafes. 

Evening: Dinner at a recommended café with mountain views. Tip: Keep the first 
evening relaxed to acclimatize to the altitude.

Day

2
Spiritual Morning & Waterfall Walk
Start your day with a serene visit to the Dalai Lama Temple (Tsuglagkhang Complex) 
— witness the spiritual atmosphere and prayer flags. Walk to the nearby Bhagsunag 
Temple & Waterfall for a refreshing short hike and photo opportunities.

Afternoon: Lunch at a café overlooking the valley, followed by time at the Tibetan 
Museum or browse spiritual bookstores. Evening at leisure — consider a short sunset 
walk to Dal Lake viewpoint for panoramic vistas.

Note: Dress modestly inside temple complexes; shoes may need to be removed in 
some areas.

Day

3
Arts, Culture & Tea Gardens
Visit the Norbulingka Institute to see exquisite Tibetan arts, woodwork, and landscaped 
gardens — ideal for couples who appreciate culture and photography. Afterward, 
take a scenic drive to Kangra Valley for tea estate views and the historic Kangra Fort 
(optional visit depending on time).

Late afternoon return to McLeod Ganj; enjoy an intimate coffee date at a hilltop café. 
Tip: Norbulingka's studios close by late afternoon — plan to arrive mid-morning.
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Day

4
Day Trip to Dharamkot & Optional Adventure
Short morning drive to Dharamkot — a quieter hamlet with sweeping views, small 
walking trails and cozy restaurants. Enjoy a guided nature walk toward Triund base 
viewpoint (short, non-technical sections) or spend the day relaxing at cafés and spa 
services available in select hotels.

Optional: Book a day trip to Bir-Billing for paragliding (pre-booking required, extra 
cost). Return to the hotel for a special candlelight dinner arranged for couples.

Important: Adventure activities like paragliding are weather-dependent and not 
included in the base package.

Day

5
Leisure Morning & Departure
Enjoy a relaxed morning — late breakfast and time for last-minute shopping in McLeod 
Ganj for Tibetan souvenirs, tea, and handicrafts. Check out and transfer to Gaggal 
Airport or the chosen drop-off point for onward travel.

Tip: Confirm your transfer time in advance and allow for mountain road travel times 
when scheduling flights.
