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Day-by-Day Itinerary

Day

1
Arrival & Shimla Heritage Walk
Arrival at Shimla (arrive by morning/afternoon). Check in to a cozy guesthouse. After 
lunch enjoy a guided heritage walk along the Mall Road, The Ridge, Christ Church, and 
the colonial lanes. Evening at leisure to explore local cafés and markets. Light walking; 
acclimatize and rest.

Day

2
Transfer to Tirthan Valley & Riverside Homestay
Drive from Shimla to Tirthan Valley (scenic 5–6 hour drive). Check into a 
riverside homestay in Gushaini/Trai. Evening orientation with your local guide, short 
introductory walk along the Tirthan River to spot local flora and the village lifestyle. 
Dinner with home-cooked Himachali cuisine. Mobile connectivity may be limited.

Day

3
Guided Nature Walk & Great Himalayan National Park Intro
Full day guided activities: morning nature walk focusing on native plants, birds, and 
riverside habitats. After lunch, take a moderate guided trek into the Great Himalayan 
National Park buffer zones — short loop (3–4 hours) with a knowledgeable guide to 
learn about local ecology and conservation efforts. Evening bonfire at the homestay 
(seasonal).

Day

4
Transfer to Kasol & Village Trail to Chalal
Drive to Kasol in Parvati Valley (approx 4 hours). Check into a guesthouse/homestay. 
Post lunch, enjoy a guided walk along the Parvati River to the quaint village of Chalal, 
exploring cafes, local handicrafts, and short hill trails. Evening free to explore local 
cuisine or relax by the river. A light trek suited for most fitness levels.

Day

5
Manali Transfer & Optional Solang Adventures
Morning drive to Manali (approx 2–3 hours). Check-in and short rest. Afternoon 
options: guided stroll through old Manali and Hadimba Temple, or head 
to Solang Valley for optional adventure activities (paragliding, zorbing, rope 
activities) depending on season and availability. Evening cultural interaction at 
homestay/guesthouse — sample local dishes and stories from hosts.

Day

6
Departure from Manali
After breakfast, check out and transfer to your onward destination (Bhuntar 
Airport/Bus stand/Drive to Chandigarh/Delhi as per plan). Trip ends with memories 
of serene valleys, guided walks, and warm homestay hospitality. Flexible departure 
timings — confirm transfer options at booking.
