Perfect as a Kerala Family tour package or a small-group
escape — this itinerary balances active discovery (cycling, canoeing) with mellow downtime
(beach, houseboat, Ayurvedic relaxation).

Arrival & Beachside Unwind at Marari

Arrive at Kochi/Cochin International Airport or Ernakulam railway station and transfer
to Marari Beach, a quiet coastal village ideal for a slow start. Check into your
beachside accommodation, refresh and spend the afternoon relaxing on the soft
sand. Enjoy a gentle walk along the shore as fishermen prepare for the evening. Dinner
at the resort with a short briefing about the days ahead.

Activities included: Beach relaxation, sunset stroll.

Places covered: Marari Beach, local shoreline.

Village Cycling & Coir Village Visit

After breakfast, set out for a guided cycling tour through the coconut-fringed lanes of
Mararikulam. Ride at an easy pace to experience village life — stop at a traditional
coir-making unit to see rope-making by hand, visit a small fishing harbour and a
local church or temple. Return to the resort for lunch and an afternoon optional
Ayurvedic foot massage or beach time. Evening free to sample freshly caught seafood
or family-friendly local cuisine.

Active level: Easy to moderate (flat terrain). Helmets and bottled water provided.

Places covered: Coir village, Marari lanes, fishing harbour.

Transfer to Alleppey & Sunset fishing on a Traditional Boat

Check out after breakfast and take a scenic transfer to Alleppey (Alappuzha). On
arrival, check into a waterfront homestay or board a traditional boat. In the late
afternoon, experience a memorable sunset fishing session with local fishermen —
learn simple casting techniques and try your hand at line fishing from the boat. Enjoy
the golden hues of the backwaters as you return. Dinner featuring the day's catch and
local specialties.

Special note: Sunset fishing is weather dependent. If conditions are unsuitable, a
village backwater cruise will be arranged.

Places covered: Alleppey backwaters, local fishing canals.
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Day Relaxing Houseboat Cruise & Backwater Villages

4 Board a classic kettuvallam (houseboat) for a half-day or overnight cruise (as per
chosen package variant) through Alleppey’s tranquil canals, paddy-lined banks and
coconut groves. Enjoy freshly prepared Kerala meals on board, watch village life
unfold along the banks, and take short canoe excursions to explore narrow waterways.
Evening spent on the boat with starlit skies and gentle water sounds.

Family note: Houseboats are comfortable and family-friendly; staff can prepare
child-friendly meals.

Places covered: Alleppey canals, village waterways, houseboat route.

Day Canoe Ride, Coir Markets & Ayurveda Time

5 Disembark and spend the morning in a local village for a guided canoe (vallam)
ride with a paddler through narrow backwater tributaries. Visit a coir and handicraft
market in Alleppey town and discover traditional weaving and rope-making goods
— great for souvenirs. In the afternoon, relax with an optional Ayurvedic massage or
beach time at nearby Alleppey or Marari (transfer available). Farewell dinner at a
waterfront restaurant with musical or cultural performance (subject to availability).

Shopping tip: Bargain respectfully at local markets; small purchases support cottage
industries.

Places covered: Alleppey town market, canoe lanes, Ayurveda centre.

Day Departure — Optional Kochi Stopover

6 After breakfast, check-out and transfer to Kochi/Ernakulam for onward travel. If time
permits, enjoy a brief stop in Fort Kochi to see the Chinese fishing nets, St. Francis
Church and the colonial lanes — excellent for last-minute photos and snacks. Bid
farewell to Kerala with memories of calm waters, cycling lanes and warm hospitality.

Departure note: Standard check-out time applies. Airport transfers can be arranged
for different departure timings.

Places covered: Departure transfer via Ernakulam/Kochi (optional Fort Kochi stop).
