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Day-by-Day Itinerary

Day

1
Arrival at Kathgodam/Haldwani — Transfer to Ranikhet & Evening at 
Leisure
Arrive at Kathgodam / Haldwani railway station or airport and drive to Ranikhet 
(approx. 2.5–3 hours). Check in to your hotel and unwind amid pine-scented hills. 
Spend the evening on a gentle walk through town, exploring local markets and 
viewpoints.

Activities:
• Check-in and relax
• Short stroll to Jhula Devi Temple and nearby viewpoints
• Leisurely dinner at the hotel

Important: Depending on arrival time, light acclimatization and rest is recommended.

Day

2
Ranikhet: Chaubatia Gardens, Golf Course & Pine Trail Views
Full day of relaxed sightseeing in Ranikhet. Start with sunrise views and a visit to 
Chaubatia Gardens, famous for apple and orange orchards. Continue to Ranikhet 
Golf Course (one of the highest golf courses) and explore the peaceful pine trails. Visit 
Mankameshwar Temple and enjoy panoramic sunset views.

Activities:
• Sunrise and photo stop at a scenic viewpoint
• Stroll through Chaubatia Gardens (ideal for families and kids)
• Visit Ranikhet Golf Course, Mankameshwar Temple and nearby viewpoints
• Evening at leisure in the hotel or explore local food

Tip: Carry comfortable walking shoes and a light jacket for evenings.
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Day

3
Drive to Binsar — Binsar Wildlife Sanctuary & Zero Point
After breakfast, drive to Binsar (approx. 2–3 hours). Check in to a forest lodge or 
heritage hotel near Binsar Wildlife Sanctuary. Spend the afternoon exploring the 
sanctuary and head to Binsar Zero Point for breathtaking Himalayan vistas — ideal 
for sunset and photography.

Activities:
• Transfer from Ranikhet to Binsar
• Walk through the Binsar Wildlife Sanctuary (short nature trails)
• Sunset and stargazing at Binsar Zero Point

Note: Wildlife sightings are possible but not guaranteed; mornings and late afternoons 
are best for birdwatching.

Day

4
Sunrise at Zero Point, Heritage Walk & Return to Ranikhet
Early morning visit to Zero Point for spectacular sunrise views of the Himalayan range 
(Nanda Devi, Trishul on clear days). After breakfast, enjoy a heritage walk visiting 
local temples and the Binsar museum/old palace remains. Post lunch, drive back to 
Ranikhet. Evening free for shopping or a relaxed family bonfire (seasonal).

Activities:
• Sunrise at Binsar Zero Point
• Short heritage/nature walk and local sightseeing
• Drive back to Ranikhet and evening at leisure

Tip: Sunrise is cold—carry warm layers and arrive early for unobstructed views.

Day

5
Morning Leisure & Departure
After breakfast, enjoy a leisurely morning in Ranikhet—take a final walk in the pine trails 
or visit any missed viewpoints. Check out and transfer to Kathgodam / Haldwani for 
onward train/flight connections.

Activities:
• Morning at leisure (optional local sightseeing)
• Check-out and transfer to Kathgodam/Haldwani
• Drop at station/airport — end of tour

Note: Confirm return departure times in advance to avoid rush, and consider a buffer 
for mountain traffic.
