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Day-by-Day Itinerary

Day

1
Arrival in Haridwar & Evening Ganga Aarti
Arrive at Haridwar (Dehradun/Haridwar station or Jolly Grant airport pickup included). 
Private transfer to your luxury hotel. Relax and refresh.

In the evening, attend the revered Ganga Aarti at Har Ki Pauri — a soul-stirring 
ceremony of lamps, chants and devotion. Wear comfortable, modest clothing; avoid 
leather items at ghat areas.

Overnight stay at Haridwar hotel with an optional guided walk through the ghats and 
local markets after the aarti.

Day

2
Haridwar Temples & Ropeway Excursion
After a relaxed breakfast, enjoy a guided temple circuit: visit Mansa Devi Temple 
(ropeway option available for panoramic views) and Chandi Devi Temple. Explore the 
ancient lanes of Haridwar and receive a short introduction to local rituals.

Optional private puja/abhicek arrangements and prasad packing can be done at the 
temple with advance notice. Evening at leisure — consider a spa session at the hotel.

Tip: Carry light cash for offerings and small purchases at temple stalls.

Day

3
Transfer to Rishikesh & Spiritual Riverside Walk
Short scenic drive to Rishikesh. Check in to a riverside luxury resort or boutique 
ashram-style accommodation. After lunch, take a guided riverside walk covering 
Triveni Ghat, Parmarth Niketan and the serene stretches around Laxman Jhula.

Attend the evening Ganga Aarti at Triveni Ghat, which offers a quieter, meditative 
experience compared to Haridwar. This day is ideal for light yoga or meditation 
sessions (optional add-on).

Day

4
Neelkanth Mahadev Temple Excursion & Beatles Ashram
Full-day excursion to Neelkanth Mahadev Temple — a revered Shaivite shrine set amid 
forested hills (short trek/drive depending on season). En route or on return, visit the 
Beatles Ashram for heritage and tranquil photography spots.

Evening free for a private session of chant/meditation or an optional Ayurvedic 
massage at the resort. Roads to Neelkanth can be hilly; wear comfortable footwear 
and keep water.
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Day

5
Kunjapuri Sunrise or Devprayag Pilgrimage Excursion
Choose between two spiritually uplifting excursions:

• Kunjapuri Sunrise Temple: Early morning drive for a panoramic sunrise 
yoga/meditation session, followed by breakfast and a temple blessing. Highly 
recommended for panoramic Himalayan views and sunrise puja.

• Devprayag Excursion: Visit the sacred confluence where Bhagirathi and Alaknanda 
form the holy Ganga; perform a priest-led puja and experience the intense devotional 
atmosphere.

Return to Rishikesh by evening for leisure and reflection.

Day

6
Return to Haridwar & Customized Temple Puja
Drive back to Haridwar with scenic stops. On arrival, enjoy a tailored spiritual 
experience: choose a private temple puja, family havan, or personalized blessing 
ceremony at a select temple/ashram (advance booking required).

Spend the evening exploring more of Haridwar’s devotional culture or relax at your 
hotel. This day offers customization — let our local coordinator arrange special rituals, 
prasad or priest services.

Day

7
Departure after Farewell Blessings
After a leisurely breakfast, enjoy a short guided visit if time permits for last-minute 
shopping or a brief blessing at Har Ki Pauri.

Private drop to Dehradun Airport or Haridwar/Dehradun railway station for onward 
journey. We recommend scheduling flights after noon to avoid early morning rush 
and to allow for a relaxed departure.
