Day

1
Arrival & Night Street Food Experience in Ahmedabad
Arrive in Ahmedabad. Transfer to your hotel and relax. In the evening, dive into the 
city's legendary street-food scene with a guided walk at Manek Chowk—sample fafda, 
jalebi, locho, and chaat. Finish with a late-night cup of masala chai. Note: Manek 
Chowk comes alive after dark; comfortable walking shoes recommended.

Day

2
Heritage Thali & Old City Food Walk
Morning visit to Sabarmati Ashram for a cultural introduction. Afterward enjoy a 
curated heritage-food walk through the old pols, tasting khakhra, dhokla, handvo 
and local sweets. Afternoon leisure. In the evening enjoy a special traditional Gujarati 
thali dinner at a heritage haveli (think Agashiye-style rooftop thali) — a must-try for 
families.

Day

3
Drive to Bhavnagar – Local Markets & Snacks
After breakfast depart for Bhavnagar (approx. 4–5 hours). En route stop for regional 
snacks and tea. On arrival take a short market walk sampling local bite-sized treats 
and sweets — Bhavnagar's street stalls are perfect for tasting regional variations of 
farsan and sweets. Evening at leisure; recommended to try local dinner specialties at 
a family-run restaurant.

Day

4
Coastal Flavours: Somnath Seafood Trail
Depart early for Somnath. Visit the Somnath Temple and spend the afternoon on the 
coast. Enjoy a guided seafood tasting featuring freshly-caught fish preparations from 
local fishermen and coastal vendors. Tip: Try regional preparations such as pomfret 
fry and local masala curries. Evening time for a relaxed beachside dinner.

Day

5
Dwarka: Temple Visit & Local Coastal Cuisine
Drive to Dwarka. Visit the Dwarkadhish Temple and the old town markets. Lunch 
includes a mix of vegetarian thali options and coastal seafood specialties. Evening 
free to explore the harbour and try local snacks such as kachori and regional sweets. 
Family-friendly options available throughout the day.

Day

6
Diu Day: Portuguese Influences & Beachside Dining
Short drive/ferry to Diu. Spend the day exploring Diu Fort, quiet beaches and 
Portuguese-era bakeries. Experience coastal fusion cuisine — seafood grills, prawn 
curry, and baked goods influenced by Portuguese recipes. Evening special: beachside 
fresh-catch dinner and sunset walk. Diu is relaxed and perfect for families who want 
a coastal finale.
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Day

7
Leisure Morning & Departure
Leisure morning in Diu for last-minute tasting (try local sweets or a coastal breakfast). 
Transfer to the designated drop-off point / airport for onward journey. If extending, 
consider additional nights in Diu or return to Ahmedabad for departure.
