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Day-by-Day Itinerary

Day

1
Arrival in Srinagar, Private Houseboat Check-in & Shikara at Sunset
Arrive at Srinagar Airport and meet your private representative for a luxury transfer to 
your private houseboat on Dal Lake. Settle in, enjoy a welcome drink, and take a serene 
shikara cruise through the floating gardens and markets as the sun sets. Evening 
gourmet dinner served aboard or at a curated waterfront restaurant.

Special note: Houseboat rooms include daily housekeeping and optional in-house 
dining arrangements.

Day

2
Mughal Gardens, Shankaracharya & Local Market Exploration
After a leisurely breakfast aboard, explore the classic attractions of Srinagar with a 
private guide. Visit the Mughal Gardens — Shalimar Bagh and Nishat Bagh — followed 
by the panoramic Shankaracharya Temple for hilltop views. Stroll through the Old City 
bazaars for Kashmiri shawls, papier-mâché and saffron souvenirs. Evening at leisure 
with a gourmet Kashmiri dinner reservation.

Tip: Carry a light jacket for higher viewpoints and early-morning breezes.

Day

3
Day Trip to Sonamarg — Thajiwas Glacier Excursion
Take a full-day private excursion to Sonamarg (approx. 2–3 hours each way). Enjoy 
alpine landscapes and a guided walk or pony ride to Thajiwas Glacier. Picnic or lunch 
at a scenic spot before returning to your private houseboat in Srinagar. Evening free 
for fine dining or a romantic private meal onboard.

Note: Sonamarg weather can be cooler; wear sturdy shoes for glacier walks.

Day

4
Transfer to Gulmarg — Gondola Ride & Meadow Walks
After breakfast, enjoy a scenic drive to Gulmarg (approx. 2–3 hours). Check into a 
luxury resort. Take the iconic Gulmarg Gondola (Phase I & II subject to weather) up to 
Affarwat Peak for sweeping Himalayan views. Afternoon meadow strolls and optional 
activities like pony rides or spa treatments. Dinner at the resort featuring local and 
international cuisine.

Tip: Gondola operation is weather-dependent; we recommend booking early in the 
day.
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Day

5
Leisure & Activities in Gulmarg — Adventure or Relaxation
Spend a full day in Gulmarg tailored to your preferences: in winter enjoy guided 
skiing or snow activities; in summer explore wildflower meadows, golf at the Gulmarg 
Golf Course, or take nature walks with a private guide. Evening fine dining with local 
Kashmiri specialties and a romantic setting.

Note: Seasonal activities vary; outdoor options are abundant in summer and winter.

Day

6
Drive to Pahalgam via Betaab Valley — Riverside Check-in
Depart Gulmarg after breakfast for Pahalgam, driving through scenic mountain 
routes. Stop at Betaab Valley for photos and a short walk amid pine-clad meadows. 
Check into a luxury riverside hotel in Pahalgam. Evening at leisure by the Lidder River 
with options for a private riverside dinner.

Tip: Keep your camera ready—Valley views are postcard-perfect.

Day

7
Aru Valley, Chandanwari & Pahalgam Local Experiences
Full day in and around Pahalgam. Visit Aru Valley for serene meadows, short treks, or 
pony rides. Optionally visit Chandanwari (starting point for the Amarnath Yatra) and 
explore local villages and handicraft shops. Sunset by the river and a farewell gourmet 
dinner featuring Kashmiri wazwan or bespoke multi-course options.

Special note: Gentle walks are suitable for most fitness levels; inform us of mobility 
needs for pony or jeep transfers.

Day

8
Return to Srinagar & Departure
After breakfast, transfer back to Srinagar with a comfort stop for photos or last-minute 
shopping. Visit a local craft center if time permits. Private transfer to Srinagar Airport 
for your onward flight.

Tip: Confirm flight timings ahead; we provide flexible airport transfers to 
accommodate early or late departures.
