Day

1
Arrival in Jaipur & Royal Welcome
Arrive at Jaipur airport/railway station and be greeted with a warm traditional 
welcome. Transfer to your luxury heritage hotel (a restored palace or boutique haveli). 
Relax and refresh. In the evening enjoy a private candlelight dinner in a palace 
courtyard or terrace with views of the illuminated city.

Day

2
Jaipur: Amber Fort, City Palace & Market Walk
Full-day guided sightseeing of Jaipur: visit the majestic Amber Fort with an optional 
private elephant or jeep ascent, the ornate City Palace, and the astronomical marvel 
Jantar Mantar. Pause for photos at the iconic Hawa Mahal. Afternoon at leisure 
for shopping in Johari and Bapu Bazaar. Evening: an intimate Rajasthani cultural 
performance and candlelight dinner at a heritage venue.

Tip: Carry comfortable shoes for the fort and a sun hat during summer months.

Day

3
Jaipur: Private Palace Experience & Optional Hot-Air Balloon

hotel spa or a private couple’s spa treatment. Optional early-morning hot-air balloon 
ride (book in advance) for panoramic views of the Pink City. Evening: private dining 
experience in a palace suite.

4
Transfer to Jaisalmer via Scenic Drive
After breakfast, depart for Jaisalmer. Enjoy the changing desert landscapes with 
photo stops en route. Arrive in Jaisalmer and check into your romantic sandstone 
haveli or desert resort. Evening stroll within the ancient lanes of the Jaisalmer Fort, 
followed by a relaxed dinner overlooking the fort walls.

Travel note: The drive is long; consider a short domestic flight option where available.

Day

5
Jaisalmer: Fort, Havelis & Desert Camp
Explore the honey-colored Jaisalmer Fort, intricate havelis (Patwon Ki Haveli, Salim 
Singh Ki Haveli), and local markets. In the afternoon transfer to the Thar Desert for a 
classic desert experience: sunset camel ride, private jeep safari, and a luxury desert 
camp. The evening culminates in a private starlit dinner with traditional music and a 
romantic bonfire.
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Day

6
Drive to Jodhpur with En Route Experiences
After a leisurely breakfast, depart for Jodhpur. En route, enjoy optional stops at rural 
villages and craft workshops to witness local artisans. Arrive in Jodhpur and check into 
your palatial hotel. Evening free to relax or explore the local bazaars. Enjoy a private 
rooftop dinner with fort views.
