• Discover Kangra Valley viewpoints, Andretta Artist Village, and Baijnath Temple

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Day-by-Day Itinerary

Day

1
Arrival, Transfer to McLeod Ganj & Local Orientation
Arrive at Gaggal Airport / Pathankot Railway Station or reach Dharamshala by road 
and transfer to your hotel in McLeod Ganj. Spend the afternoon settling in and take a 
gentle orientation walk around the bustling McLeod Ganj Market. In the evening, visit 
Bhagsu Nag Temple & Waterfall — a serene spot to unwind after travel. Enjoy your first 
Himalayan sunset from a café overlooking the valley.

Important: Early arrival allows more time for local exploration. If arriving late, you can 
skip the waterfall visit and rest at the hotel.

Day

2
Tsuglagkhang (Dalai Lama Temple) & Spiritual Sites
Begin the day with a guided visit to the Tsuglagkhang Complex (Dalai Lama Temple) 
— attend the morning prayers (if available) and explore the Tibetan Museum to learn 
about Tibetan history and culture. Continue to Namgyal Monastery, visit local prayer 
centers, and stroll through Tibetan handicraft shops to pick authentic souvenirs. 
Afternoon at leisure with optional short hikes to nearby viewpoints or a relaxed tea 
tasting session.

Tip: Respect quiet zones inside monasteries; photography may be restricted in certain 
areas. Carry a scarf for temple decorum.

Day

3
Palampur Tea Gardens & Kangra Valley Cultural Drive
Full-day excursion to Palampur (approx. 1–1.5 hours by road). Walk through emerald 
Palampur Tea Gardens, meet local tea planters, and learn about tea processing with a 
short tasting. Visit the Andretta Artist Village (pottery & artists' studios) and the serene 
Baijnath Temple — an ancient Shiva shrine with impressive stone carvings. Return to 
McLeod Ganj in the evening. Great day for photography and cultural immersion.

Note: Wear comfortable shoes for plantation walks and bring a light jacket; mountain 
weather can change quickly.

Day

4
Leisure Morning, Shopping & Departure
Enjoy a relaxed morning—optional activities include a Tibetan cooking class, a short 
visit to St. John in the Wilderness Church, or last-minute shopping in McLeod Ganj for 
Tibetan crafts and local tea. Check out from the hotel and transfer to Gaggal Airport 
/ Pathankot Railway Station for your onward journey.

Important: Confirm transfer timings in advance. If you have a late departure, consider 
booking a later check-out or storing luggage with the hotel to squeeze in more 
sightseeing.
