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Day-by-Day Itinerary

Day

1
Arrival in Shimla — Settle in and Leisurely Walk
Arrive at Shimla (by road/train/air to Chandigarh or Kalka + toy train option). Transfer 
to the hotel, check-in and relax. Spend the evening exploring the Mall Road and the 
Ridge. Enjoy colonial architecture, local crafts, and cafés. Light walking — good for 
families and those acclimating to the altitude.

Day

2
Shimla Sightseeing — Kufri & Naldehra Excursion
After breakfast, take a half-day excursion to Kufri for panoramic views of the 
Himalayas and easy outdoor activities suitable for all ages. On the return, stop at 
Naldehra to see the scenic golf course and pine forests. Afternoon at leisure in Shimla; 
consider visiting the Viceregal Lodge or local markets. Carry warm layers; weather can 
be crisp even in summer.

Day

3
Scenic Drive to Manali — Via Narkanda and Rampur
Check out after breakfast and begin the scenic drive from Shimla to Manali. Travel 
through Narkanda (great photo stops) and descend via apple orchards near Rampur 
and Kullu valley. Arrive in Manali by evening, check-in and unwind. This stretch is a 
highlight of the Himachal tour package — expect stunning valley vistas.

Day

4
Manali Local Sightseeing — Hadimba Temple & Old Manali
Spend the day exploring Manali: visit the ancient Hadimba Temple, stroll through the 
cedar forests, and explore Old Manali's cafés, shops, and riverside walks. Option for 
a short visit to Vashisht Hot Springs and the local market. A relaxed day suitable for 
families with kids.

Day

5
Solang Valley Adventure — Optional Rohtang Pass (Seasonal)
After breakfast, drive to Solang Valley for adventure activities: zorbing, paragliding 
(seasonal), ropeway, and snow play in winter. For those who want a snow experience, 
proceed to Rohtang Pass (subject to permits and seasonal accessibility) — a must for 
snow lovers. Return to Manali for the evening. Rohtang requires advance permits and 
may be closed due to weather; plan accordingly.

Day

6
Departure from Manali — Return Journey
Check out after breakfast. Depending on your onward travel plans, either begin your 
drive back to Chandigarh/Delhi or continue onward in Himachal. Sightseeing stops en 
route can be arranged (Kullu handicraft stops, local viewpoint photo breaks). Ensure 
travel time is planned with rest breaks for a comfortable family retreat.
